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SUBJECT:  Purchase of Gas Coupons by American Servicemembers TDY in Belgium

1. PURPOSE: To provide information and guidance on the rules concerning the purchase of gas 

coupons by US service members TDY in Belgium.

2. DISCUSSION:  

a. In accordance with Article 9, paragraph 7, of the SHAPE-Belgium Agreement, and 

SHAPE Directive 5-24, members of SHAPE are authorized to purchase SHAPE tax-free fuel coupons in Belgium.  Members of SHAPE include members of the NATO Forces and of the civilian component assigned to SHAPE, certain categories of civilian personnel employed by SHAPE, members of the staffs of the National Military Representatives to SHAPE and members of national units in support of SHAPE.  

b. In accordance with SHAPE Directive 5-24, US service members on temporary duty with 

SHAPE for 30 consecutive days or more are also authorized to purchase SHAPE tax-free fuel coupons for privately owned vehicles.   US service members visiting SHAPE on leave, pass, or TDY under 30 consecutive days are not authorized to purchase SHAPE tax-free fuel coupons.

c. All eligible personnel must report to the Ration Control Officer, SHIPPS Branch, IHSC, 

Building 210 on SHAPE and present a copy of their TDY orders, vehicle registration documents, military identification, and complete SHAPE Form 342B at the Vehicle Registration Office. 

d. The amount of SHAPE tax-free fuel coupons eligible personnel may purchase depends on 

the size of the POV’s engine.   SHAPE tax-free fuel coupons may be used at all FINA service stations in Belgium.  

       e.  The monthly allowances for individuals on TDY holding a form SF 342B are as follows:
